The program must demonstrate by comparison that the curriculum offered meets or
exceeds the content of Standard 1 in the most current version of the CURRICULUM
COMPETENCY REQUIREMENTS (see Appendix B).

Instruction is not an appropriate sequence of classroom, laboratory and internship because
students were placed in internship sites before first being taught the required clinical assessment
and treatment skills in the classroom setting.

The program curriculum changes were submitted to the College Curriculum Committee for
review.

Submit documentation that proposed curriculum sequence changes schedule the internship
following completion of all didactic courses.

Submit documentation that changes submitted to the College Curriculum Committee have been
approved.

Additionally, submit an update on the program's October 2016 document entitled "Kinesiotherapy
Program Action Plan" showing other specific accomplishments.
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CAAHEP requests that a progress report be sent electronically to kareesak@gmail.com by
July 02, 2018 indicating the manner in which this citation has been resolved.

Failure to respond satisfactorily to the citation above may result in a withdrawal of accreditation.
